Arizona Presidential Primary Election is Tuesday, March 19.  
Here’s what you need to know……. 

The Presidential Preference Election (also known as the PPE) is unique to  
Arizona and a few other states.  It is not a general open primary and there-
fore the Open Primary Provision does not apply to it.   The Democratic & 
Republican Parties are the only ones participating in the PPE which means 
only voters registered as Democrats or Republicans can vote in the March 
19th PPE. The deadline to register to vote for this special election 
is Tuesday, February 20th.
